This brought up a larger question regarding various efforts on Capacitor Switching.  Roy Alexander, Chair of the HVCB Cap Switching Task Force, suggested using part of the time allotted for this group be used for an ADSCOM Task Force on Capacitor Switching.


Switchgear Assemblies – S/C is getting a par for C37.20.1 and circulating for coordination.  C37.23 Reballot is going out.


C37.59 – Three more drafts have been distributed since last meeting.
