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Minutes for November 1999 meeting in Pittsburgh, PA were unanimously approved as written.





C37.30.1-200X -- Standard Requirements For High Voltage Air Switches, Switching Devices, and Interrupters.  The work of HVS consists of one Working Group – Consolidation of C37.3X Series.  The working group reviewed the status of the PAR, Draft 2, NEMA concerns for C37.32, and the strategy to implement a rapid achievement of an ANSI designation for the new standard.  The PAR has been submitted to the Standards Board as an agenda item at the June, 2000 meeting.  Draft 2 must be corrected for editorial changes and formatting to the IEEE standard template prior to formal balloting operations.  Notwithstanding, we intend to informally circulate Draft 3 to members of HVS, Switchgear, NEMA and other interested parties for their informal comments prior to the 1st official ballot (9/1/00).  NEMA concerns for control of preferred ratings and construction requirements are being addressed by sharing informal drafts of the proposed standard with members of NEMA.  Moreover, we are prepared to allow NEMA to retain control of the preferred ratings and construction requirements in the new standard.  The strategy to expedite approval of the new standard as an ANSI document is to orderly address the concerns and interest of the balloting body.  To this end, we do not desire to cause confusion and complications to the balloting operation by making major technical changes as we consolidate C37.30, 32, 34, 35, 36B, 37, and P1247 (C37.39), into the new C37.30.1 consisting of 151 pages.  We desire to disallow technical changes to the editorial consolidation of the C37.3X standards at this time while operating under the 1st PAR.  We intend to address technical changes in the new standard under a 2nd PAR when reduction in the workload permits this effort.  We intend to achieve harmonization with IEC documents under a 3rd PAR at a later date.  The intent of HVS is to implement new procedures to expedite balloting.  HVS requests that Switchgear Committee permit HVS to formally ballot the main committee and the C37 committee at the earliest possible time by new electronic balloting procedures.  Individuals will not be permitted to be a part of the balloting body unless they have access to send and receive e-mail.
