Review Purpose and Scope of Working Group and PAR

Disconnect and Interrupter Switches in one document

There was some discussion regarding the inclusion of both disconnect and interrupter switches within one document. The general consensus was that it was more convenient for the users to have all the information within one source document. Basically, this consensus supported the original PAR that was submitted and approved for the Working Group’s activity.

Proposal for adoption of IEC 129 & 265 with US clauses

Again, there was much discussion regarding the “harmonization” process between IEEE and IEC documents. While it is the ultimate goal of the Working Group to have a common IEEE/IEC document, the group consensus was that dividing the work into two stages would help in understanding the existing documents and ensuring that sections are not overlooked. Once the consolidation is complete, a second Working Group and PAR  will be formed to harmonize with IEC.

Present Submitted Comments on Draft 0.03 compilation

Editorial

The majority of the editorial comments resulted from the pending updates in the C37.32 document. Since it is the intent to consolidate the latest revision of all the applicable documents, all the editorial comments were accepted and will be included in the next revision of the C37.30.1 document.

Technical

Some of the “technical” comments were deemed editorial in nature, and will be folded into the next revision (Draft 0.04). However, a significant number of comments were truly technical and spurred some debate within the Working Group. These comments will be retained and deferred for future work on the C37.30.1 document. It is the strict intention of this Working Group to do merely consolidation of C37.30, 32, 34, 35, 36b, 37 and IEEE 1247 and not to change the technical content of any of these documents.

NEMA has not yet officially notified the Working Group of permission to incorporate the C37.32 document within this combined standard. John Collins will follow-up with this issue and advise the members of the status.

Yasin Musa initiated a discussion regarding problems they are experiencing with the 800 kV voltage levels across different equipment, such as switch, transformers, PT’s, etc. and his desire to coordinate the preferred ratings.

Carl Reigart voiced concern regarding voltage creep, and the move from 121 kV to 123 kV within the C37.32 document, and how “grand fathered” switches will be handled by users.
