Technical Council Report	Roy Alexander





Two new committees were created under Tech council which are coordinating committees(CC).   





Emerging Technology CC created to coordinate efforts between technical committees.  Mietek will represent Switchgear Committee on this Committee.





Policy Development CC.  This Committee will write white papers to give the PES position on energy related and power related matters such as the US Energy Policy issued by the Bush administration.  Roy Alexander will handle for the moment.





PES meeting schedule.  The first PES Annual General Meeting will be held July 2003 in Toronto.  Starting in 2004 the PES General meeting will be held the first part of June. In the fall PES will have either the T&D or the PICA conference which could interfere with our fall meeting.  Switchgear Committee may need to adjust its schedule to miss this new PES meeting schedule.  ADSCOM will work out the dates for the new schedule.





Standards Board and PES Coordinating Committee	Dean Sigmon





Electronic balloting is the preferred method for balloting standards in IEEE.  The document is required to be in pdf format.  The balloting group is given a username and password to get the document and ballot online.  Swtichgear has done a few so far with some problems which are being worked out.  Some could not download documents.  Naeem Ahmad has a summary of the process required for balloting which will posted on the web page.  





ASC C37 is balloting a new operations and procedures manual.  Switchgear Committee needs to give direction to the IEEE delegation on how to ballot.  We can either ballot the main committee or take a hand vote today for the delegation to decide on how the IEEE will ballot.  Dean’s recommendation is for the latter and made a motion to that effect.  Motion 2nd. 





Discussion on the subject.  Changes in the procedures.  There still is veto power for any delegation to block a standard.  Timing requires 45 days for new documents and 30 days for recirculation.  NEMA to handle all ballots to streamline the balloting, instead of IEEE handling the IEEE delegations ballot.  Proposal for Chair to rotate between the 3 main delegations.  Ted Olsen is collating comments received and will send out the revised document for another ballot which IEEE would respond to.  Document will be posted for Switchgear Committee members to make comments to the delegation.  IEEE did have input into the draft revision.





Naeem Ahmad said IEEE’s position is that they will not wait for ASC approval before submitting documents to the IEEE Standards Board.  





It was voted that the ASC procedures be balloted on directly by the delegation.  The motion carried with one negative.
