Ben Johnson, President of IEEE-SA


TCs need to develop a schedule and timeline for developing standards that it is responsible for.





What is IEEE doing to encourage employers to support standards activities.  They’re coming up with a proposal for a company to sponsor a standard.


He thinks we will see more direct corporate involvement.





World Trade Organization (WTO) has technical barriers to trade.  IEEE meets ANSI and WTO requirements for SDOs.  He doesn’t think IEC meets the balance for WTO trade barriers.  WTO web site appendix 4 lists those barriers.





Dual logo standards with IEC.





Reported that about twentysome C37 standards by NEMA that go to ANSI.  A number has been proposed by NEMA to be moved to IEEE for ownership. Is the IEEE willing to accept them?  Ted Olsen presented a list of the standards proposed to move to IEEE.  Conformance documents and X-radiation documents are proposed to remain with NEMA.

Directive for each subcommittee to decide if they will accept ownership of the NEMA ratings and specifications standards that would fall in their area of responsibility and bring it before the Switchgear committee at the main committee meeting for formal approval. Requests for interpretations:  we have one that’s been hanging around for a while.


Recirculation of ballots:  There was a complaint about a 15 day recirculation because someone was on 2 week vacation and missed the ballot.  Recirculation is to circulate negative comments.  Also, recirculation to make changes based on comments received.  MOTION:  For Switchgear Committee recirculation ballots to have a default duration of 30 days.  Ballots requested to be less than 30 days in duration by the Working Group Chair have to be approved by the Switchgear Committee Standards Coordinator.    MOTION CARRIED
