1.   Call to order

6.  Working Group Reports



a) Recloser Standards C37.60 and C37.61  Working Group Chairman Dave Stone reported the following:



The Working Group met on 30 September 2002 from 8:00 AM until noon.  Eleven members of the working Group and nine guests were present at the meeting.  David T. Stone, Working Group Chairman, presided over the meeting



It was reported that Draft PC37.60/D12 dated 14 March, 2002 completed its first re-circulation ballot on May 17, 2002.  The ballot was successful with a 92% return and 91% affirmative.  Six negative ballots were received along with a host of editorial comments.  PC37.60/D14 was sent out for the second re-circulation ballot on September 20, 2002.  It has a closing date of October 28.



The balance of the meeting was spent reviewing the technical comments received in the May ballot and their respective resolutions.  Two issues commanded the most attention, namely the TRV values for Fault Interrupters and the Partial Discharge test requirements.



It was decided to allow C37.61, the Recloser application guide, to be withdrawn.  It cannot be reaffirmed as it is far out of step with the propose new C37.60.  Much of the material is dated and there appears to be little interest in the work effort to create a new, updated guide.  A suggestion was made to retain (salvaging) some of the material in the form of an annex to the main recloser standard.  The WG was asked to review the guide and identify the material that might take this path.  A supplement to C37.60 might be issued to cover this material.   The WG Chair will follow up on this suggestion.

The only real remaining item was to complete the rating tables without eliminating past ratings.
