The final draft was submitted to IEEE in January, 2003 and approved by RevCom at its March 19 meeting.





The standard is currently being prepared by the Editorial Department of IEEE with a target date for publication in July, 2003.





Following the recommendations of the Working Group, the recloser application guide, C37.61 was administratively withdrawn by RevCom in December, 2002.
