c) Underground Subsurface and Pad-mounted Equipment Standard PC37.74    Working Group Chairman Dave Stone reported the following:



IEEE C37.74 was published in August 2003.  This standard consolidated Standards C37.71, C37.72, and C37.73.  As part of the PAR, these three standards are to be withdrawn when C37.74 is published.  The WG Chairman will officially notify IEEE/SA to withdraw these three standards.

b) The Subcommittee unanimously approved to have the Switchgear Committee submit C37.60 (recloser standard) for the dual IEEE/IEC logo, provided IEEE will still maintain control of the maintenance of this standard.
