1. To evaluate the various Capacitive Switching Standards in IEEE/ANSI.  This Task Force will cover AC Capacitor Switching devices rated above 1000 V.  This group will not discuss the fault Interrupting Values.

2. Combine the requirements, where appropriate, into a “Proposed” Common Clause document.  

3. Evaluate any additional requirements that could/should be added to the standards

· Define “Parking Lot Issues” for future discussion

· Rated transient inrush frequency & inrush current what values are correct

· Application Guides; C37.012 and C37.66

· 62271-100 has added new material 

· Universal definitions for probability of restrike classifications 

· Preconditioning tests before capacitor switching test.

· Mechanical and electrical endurance as it relates to capacitor switching

· Voltage limiters on line and cable switching

· Transient reduction as related to the tests including:

· Closing resistors

· Point-on-Wave switching
