ADSCOM Working Group Reports

· C37.100.1 Common Clauses




Dave Stone
A full ballot  was completed that generated 1000+ comments.  “Issues” were discussed and resolved in the WG meetings. The goal is a new ballot by year end.

There is a general concern that there is not enough guidance from ADSCOM on this document. How it will be applied? How will IEC references be resolved?

What is the default position of this document for adoption by other documents?  The WG will clarify the intent of all of these questions in the next ballot phase. ADSCOM thanks Dave Stone for taking this arduous task. 
A Motion was made and seconded that ADSCOM shall require of all WGs that a footnote be added to all documents as they are revised stating “Notes in text, tables, and figures are given for information only, and do not contain requirements needed to implement the standard.” The footnote shall be inserted at the first instance of a note. 
An amendment to the motion was proposed to make the addition in the Forward of all documents also. The amendment was withdrawn.
A vote was taken on the original motion and passed 14 for, 2 against.

· 1291, Partial Discharge Measurement   Reaffirmation/Revision

Marcel Fortin – The reaffirmation ballot has two negatives. The test circuit and instrumentation is the issue. An errata was issued 1997, but was not included in the reaffirmation ballot. ADSCOM needs to contact negative balloters to allow reaffirmation to finish and the revision to begin. A proposal was raised to change the document to a C37 number. Should the content be moved to 100.1? It was agreed that these actions will be postponed. The working group will begin on 9/22/04.
