P&E needs more input from technical committees.  Dual logo status:  IEC 60488-2 is first, with C37.24 in process. The PES needs younger engineers with mentoring, etc. to encourage membership. It was announced that templates and training are available to revamp websites. K. Gray is the new chair of the Technical Council.  “Stabilized Standards” are static standards with no need to reaffirm. This is okay for the IEEE process, but not for ANSI. R. Taylor has a plan to reorganize the General Meeting in an effort to increase attendance. This is Alec Monroe’s last meeting as Chair.

There was one paper session at the General meeting with 4 papers. G. Montillet chair the session. It was well attended. The PSC is in NY. Three papers have been approved. A. Livshitz is a co-author on one paper. Submission for papers for the next meeting is this fall, and opens in October. Submission ends mid December. It was noted that Transaction papers are currently limited to 8 pages and Conference papers to 6 pages. It has been agreed to increase the Conference papers to 8 pages. 1291 has been balloted for reaffirmation. 2 negatives and several comments resulted. M. Fortin will chair a WG for the revision of 1291. The WG is looking for participants. The TF on capacitors is beginning a comparison. . C37. 59 is full speed ahead! It will be ready for an informal WG this year. C37.100.1 was balloted with over 1100 comments received. D. Stone chaired ballot resolution groups, having 3 sessions. A reballot will be out and closed by year’s end. It was noted that C37.100.1 will only applicable as individual Standards refer to it. The ballot group is “fixed” at this time. (No additional names can be added.) It was also noted that persons signing up for a ballot have a responsibility to actually ballot. The GIS WG from Substations met with us this meeting. There will be a tutorial after main meeting. A draft application guide is in process. They have been invited to meet with us again for coordination. There was a discussion about the NESCOM rule for quantifying numbers is the titles of Standards. The verbiage of the rule can be found in that ADSCOM minutes. The patent slides, which are mandated by ANSI, were discussed. The slides can be found as attachments to the ADSCOM minutes.  

The question of listing the members of various groups in the front of documents was brought to the Committee. There is great inconsistency in this regard in various IEEE documents. There was a proposal for a standardized format offered for adoption.

There was a Motion and a second to adopt the format for all future documents.  


During the discussion, there was a proposal made to delete main committee members and list the officers only. This proposal would be compatible with a template. 
 
There was a motion made and seconded to amend the first Motion to eliminate the main committee members and to list the Officers only including the Stds. Coordinator. At the end of discussion, a vote was taken. The amendment to the original motion passed.


A vote was then taken on the amended motion. The motion passed with 21 for and 20 against. Implementation concerns will be worked out after this meeting.

Carl Reigart – C37.30.1 is currently at IEEE for editorial review. (Rev 16 this month.) HVS has established a TF for wind load of HV and EHV switches. This can be a 30.1 subset and there is discussion regarding a test code to be added. WG for 1247 will ballot soon after the conversion of notes to comply with the latest Style Manual.

There were 14 different HVCB meetings, not counting ADSCOM, Common Clauses or Cigre this session! A complete document status can be found  with the HVCB minutes. 

HVCB presented a formal request to the switchgear committee to “push” the IEEE for a secure archival location for retrieval of WG docs.

The TF on line-fault TRVs will turn into a CIGRE WG. It was noted that standards apply to 95% of applications as the correct interpretation of standards content.

Reclosers and Other Distribution Equipment

There are currently three active groups – C37.63 ballot negatives have been addressed and the document should be out by November. Capacitor switches, C37.66, the negatives have been addressed and should be out for recirculation ballot soon. The WG for Controls have ID’d 6 areas that need addressing. The TF will continue research. 

C37.60 - Revcom has approved the corrigenda. RODE will submit this document for dual logo consideration.


Dist equipment – the trend for this equipment is going to solid dielectrics with vacuum interrupters. NETRAC has done thermal tests, then partial discharge and dielectric. 2 of 8 passed. Rode is looking at .60 and .64 to possibly include more tests (due 2008).
