· Document being revised to make corrections from pre-ballot review

· Several comments from reviewer were received. Some were easy to resolve and some were not.

· One comment said to follow the 2005 Style guide and following this was not so obvious. The 2005 style guide runs 68 pages and has lots of detail. This requirement stalled my effort on the work over the summer.

· One style guide comment was to include deleted material and show it as struck out and show inserted material as underlined. Since the deleted material was the entire clause 5.9 in C37.04-1999 that runs for about 8 pages, this seemed excessive. Jennie Steinhagen of IEEE explained that the inclusion of the struck through material is required even though it is 8 pages with tables and figures. I ultimately was able to copy this material from the pdf file of C37.04-999 and paste this material into the draft and then use format / font to strike through the text and figures.

· Another style guide item is to use the WORD template. This seemed even less logical since I was dealing with only one piece of an older document. Jennie Steinhagen of IEEE explained that this is preferred, but not required in this case. Moreover, the latest template is still not officially released. So I can proceed without using the template.

· The document will be sent back to IEEE for 2nd pre-ballot review and then used for balloting.

· A request will be sent in to form a ballot pool when the document is sent back to IEEE for 2nd pre-ballot review.
