a) Conversion Standards (C37.59)
Pete Dwyer

Since the last working group meeting in May 2005, a large number of further suggestions have been received from working group members, including the addition of more definitions of developing conversions. These have been drafted into a D4, which will be reviewed by the working group today. Our objective is to obtain consensus to ballot the result as soon as IEEE editing makes a final review after meeting results are incorporated.  See F05HVCBa4 for the meeting minutes
b) Common Clauses (C37.100.1):

There were 3 main topics of discussion: altitude correction factor, temperature rise allowences and requirements, and table of ratings.

c) Capacitance Switching

It was reported to start with C37.09a and merge the other capacitor switching standards into it.

9. Reports of CIGRE

a) CIGRE circuit breaker performance survey

Bill Bergman demonstrated the spreadsheet that is being used to record and report incidents of breaker performance.  The participation by North American utilities is poor, two (2) US and no Canadian utilities are participating in this worldwide reliability survey.

b)  “Longer Line Fault” TRV
Roy Alexander
Roy alexander described the activities of this joint CIGRE/IEEE WG.  TRV’s associated with 3-phase ’long line’ faults are being studied and compared with the current TRV values.  Recommendations for revisions will ultimately be the outcome of this WG.

10. Old Business

a) “Expectations of Controlled Closing”

b) ”Out of phase tripping” report by Relay Committee
Manufacturers
Jeff Nelson reporting: Breaker capabilities were discussed.  It was questioned where the 25% value of Isc for out of phase switching rating came from.  The CIGRE application guide does discuss this..  The document is still in draft form, will be available in the future, possibly by the next SWGR meeting in May, 2006.

c) C57.142 Transformer – Breaker interaction
Nigel McQuin reporting: The current status of this document was reported – the ballot had closed in Sept., 2005.  The contents are still considered inadequate in its treatment of the subject. AdsCom was requested to submit a formal request to IEEE for this standard to have dual sponsership by both the Transformer and Switchgear committees.

11. New Business

a) ”NEMA SG4” "transference of knowledge" to IEEE for inclusion in the appropriate C37 series
HVCB has been requested by teh NEMA SG4 Technical Committee to include the contents of NEMA Standard SG4 into the appropriate IEEE C37 series standards.  The objective being to eliminate NEMA SG4.

b) Bill Bergman proposed to establish a system where technical documents, ’white papers’, background information, etc., be posted on the website for the benefit of the entire switchgear community.
