Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the Spring 2005 meeting at St. Pete Beach, FL were approved as submitted.

Document Review
Document Status - On December 30, 2004 a new IEEE-SA Standards Style Manual was announced.  This new manual contained significant changes and is mandatory for all documents submitted in the future for ballot.  Significant review was done, particularly in the area of notes, footnotes, Bibliography and References to bring the document into compliance.  The content was reviewed as noted below for inclusion in the next revision.  Issues with the existing PAR were reviewed and discussed with IEEE editorial staff.  It was determined that a revision to the PAR is required and this will be handled in conjunction with the PAR extension request that is needed at this time in order to continue the work.  During the Switchgear Meeting, this working group chair was to meet with Jodi Haasz and Jennie Steinhagen of IEEE staff to review the PAR and the digital document reformatting process.

Document Content – Editorial Comments based on the new IEEE-SA Standards Style Manual were received from 5 individuals:

These editorial comments were reviewed at the meeting and accepted in principal for implementation.

A motion was made and approved to use dated References for all references specifically cited in the text. 

Ken Harless tested the appropriate conductors for 900 A switch temperature rise testing to be added to Table 8.1.   This data was reviewed by the committee and the recommendations accepted.  This led to a further discussion of clause 8.2.2.1.  A lower limit for the test bus temperature rise was established at 2°C below the allowable temperature rise limit under test.

It was pointed out that the information contained in Table 8.1 is informative, not normative.  A motion was made and approved to move this table to an Annex.
Target for completion of all but digital reformatting of text is December 31, 2005.  It is expected that we can go to ballot after a reasonable comment period and a second editorial staff review.  Digital reformatting must be completed prior to publication.
