 1.   CALL TO ORDER  
Steve Meiners called the meeting to order.   There were 18 members and 7 guests present. The current RODE membership is 29, including the three recent additions (see attached membership roster).  

 2.   INTRODUCTIONS 

Members and guests introduced themselves.

IEEE Patent By-laws clause 6 & inappropriate topics were presented to the subcommittee.  Copies of slides are attached to the meeting minutes.

 3.   MEMBERSHIP CHANGES  
In the fall meeting last year October Mike Ennis and Nenad Uzelac requested membership to the RODE SC.  Noted that both are accepted to the SC membership.  Another membership was requested during this meeting from Frank DeCesaro and this is also approved.  Welcome to our team!
 4.   APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
The Fall 2007 meeting minutes were approved without change.

 5.   CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
The ADSCOM meeting has been moved to Thursday morning so nothing to report here.

 6.  WORKING GROUP REPORTS 
a) Dual Logo Reclosers Standard C37.60

C37.60 – Dave Stone

Dave Stone reported that the joint working group met most of Tuesday.

He expects to have a draft for ballot out in June.

  The draft will also be submitted to IEC for comments.

b) Capacitor Switch Standard C37.66  

Task Force Chairman Harry Hirz reported the following:

Discussed dual logo.

Will decide before next meeting on dual logo.

IEC has classes C1 & C2 for breakers.

Jodi mentioned the concept of “joint development” with IEC, instead of straight adoption.

Edgar (?) will look at C37.66 from the IEC perspective.

The corresponding IEC committee is 17A.

Neil McCord is also working on capacitive switching standards.

Dave Stone was skeptical of C37.66 going for dual logo.

Dave asked “who is the market?”  If international, maybe.  If domestic and/or single phase, IEC is not likely to be interested.

c) Underground Switchgear Standard C37.74
Working Group Chairman Steve Meiners reported that the WG met on Monday.

Dave Stone produced a draft of the standard, in which he renumbered the standard to conform with to common clauses (C38.100.1).

The IEEE is balking as renumbering standards to conform to IEC, rather than IEEE, norms, unless the standard is being prepared for dual logo.  Jodi Haasz has agreed to follow up on this issue.

d) Controls for Distribution Equipment PC37.68   

Working Group Chairman Don Parker reported that the TF is now a WG, since it has a PAR.  The new WG met on Monday, and Don reported that progress had been made.

Frank DeCesaro read the exact verbiage from the PAR.

The WG will address controls located remotely from the device, and the cabinets for such controls.

e) Task Force on Solid Dielectric  Equipment   

Task Force Chairman Chris Ambrose reported that the TF met on Monday morning. Francois Soulard has taken over as WG secretary from Marcel Fortin.

The TF has a web site, but it is not yet populated.

Marcel will review papers from the 9th IEEE International Conference on Solid Dielectrics and determine which papers may worth investigation. Chris will get copies of any relevant papers from Matt.

Nenad Uzelac had developed a template to be used for the review of the standards.

During the discussion of the standards, it was concluded that the review template strayed into areas of potential confidential information.

The review template was revised to remove the offending issues.  The standards reviewers will be asked to review the standards a second time, using the revised template.

Frank Muench and Antone Bonner are now members of the TF.

 7.   Liaison Reports 
Liaison report – ER&P

Mike Wactor discussed technical council papers, as requested by Ted Burse.  We need a database of technical papers, so that they can be nominated for technical awards.

There are 165 members and 35 spouses at this meeting.

WG chairs are to go into AMS to load in members.  You have to be registered in AMS to use the system.

RODE is already populated.  Steve has loaded the WG chairs.

AMS should help with rosters.

Ken Edwards has information on how to use the AMS system and has and will give mini seminars on its use.

You have to be registered in AMS to use the system.

Give Mike Wactor user name for WG chairs and subcommittee chairs.

Matt Ceiglia asked for 15 minutes at the main committee meeting to present.

Mietek Gglinkowski will be taking over from Roy Alexander as CIGRE liaison in August.

Steve reminded the WG and TF chairmen that they need to turn in their minutes to him within a week or 10 days.

Liaison report – C57 Distribution Transformer SC

Steve discussed enclosure integrity standards C57.12.30 and C57.12.31, which had been forwarded to the subcommittee members to review the changes.

Since there were no comments, Steve will report to C57 that there are no issues.
