However, IEC SC17A set
stability date of 2015 and a very aggressive timeline for this project with the first CD due by
October 2013 and the CDV by October 2014.

0 Had a motion to remove Fault Interrupters from the Recloser standard and create a
new standard. The motion passed with 13 yes and no negative votes.

After and editorial review by IEEE Staff, the 2013 edition was published on
April 26, 2013.
