e The PAR for this project was approved by IEEE-SA 26-Sept-2008, is valid through 2014.

o Draft D11 was submitted for initial balloting. The ballot closed February 26, 2014, with 121
balloters, 86 % affirmative, with 413 comments submitted. Ballot comments with “strawman”
disposition detail were distributed to the working group via E-Mail March 27. Additional comments
concerning strawman disposition details were received from several WG members, and a
consolidated list was distributed to WG members April 24 in preparation for this meeting.

e The WG reviewed approximately 402 out of the 413 comments, and disposition details revised
accordingly.

e ltisintended to convene a telephone conference to discuss the remaining 11 comments to
determine a working group consensus disposition detail within several weeks after the Orlando
meeting.

¢ When we have working group consensus on the disposition details for all 413 comments, the draft
will be updated to match, and a recirculation ballot initiated.

The working group was scheduled to meet from 8:00AM to noon, but an additional meeting was
convened at 1:30PM through 3:30PM. By comment consent, the meeting was adjourned at 3:30PM.
