WG PC37.30.4 - Standard for Test Code for Switching and Fault Making Tests for High Voltage 
Interrupter Switches, Interrupters or Interrupting Aids Used On or Attached to Switches Rated for 
Alternating Currents Above 1000 Volts  (Formerly IEEE Std 1247TM -2005).

• Mr. Bill Hurst, the WG Chair, advised that the document was submitted for Mandatory Editorial 

Coordination (MEC) and will proceed to ballot once completed. 
 
WG PC37.30.5 – Standard for Definitions for AC High-Voltage Air Switches Rated Above 1000 V

• Carl Reigart, the Working Group Chair reported on progress of the WG.  He indicated that the document 

had been submitted for Mandatory Editorial Coordination (MEC) and will enter the ballot process once the 
MEC is completed.

The need to complete certain open projects prior to the close of calendar year 2018, based on IEEE-SA 
mandate was discussed.  The following schedules were established by the Working Group Chairs – 

o WG PC37.30.1: active WG, target to start ballot process 1-2018 and submit to RevCom 10-2020.  
(Document valid through 2021) 

o WG PC37.30.2: inactive WG, document approved and published in December 2015. 
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o WG PC37.30.3: active WG, expect to meet the deadline. 
o WG PC37.30.4: active WG, expect to meet the deadline. 
o WG PC37.30.5: active WG, expect to meet the deadline. 

 
New Business 
• Mr. James Houston updated the Subcommittee on the proposal to start a project under the HVS 

Subcommittee with the goal of advancing knowledge and guidance for interrupting with Horn Gap 
switches.  Mr. Houston advised that until a source of funding is found, no further progress can be made 
through NEETRAC. 

• The Chair brought to the attention of the Subcommittee the meeting held by the Visible Break Discussion 
Group on October 11, 2016.  It is moving in the direction of potentially having significant relevance to the 
standards being maintained by the HVS Subcommittee.  Mr. Frank DeCesaro helped fill in some of the 
conversation for the benefit of the Subcommittee.  Mr. James Houston volunteered to represent the HVS 
Subcommittee in this Discussion Group. 

• The Chair announced his intention to step down as Chair of the HVS Subcommittee at the end of 2016.  
Mr. James Houston was affirmed by the Subcommittee as the new Chair effective January 1, 2017.  Kyle 
Stechschulte made the motion and David McMullen seconded.

The chairman announced that the next HVS Subcommittee meeting will be held April 27, 2017 in Charlotte,
